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Genesis- Chapters 20-21
Genesis 20

· Abraham had not seen Lot since the destruction- could think Lot is dead

· “Gerar”- border town leading into Egypt

· Abimlelech takes Sara because Abraham said she was his sister

· This is the second time he has done this

· V3- God says “you are as good as dead”… not something ya wanna hear.

· V5- in Abimlelechs defense he did it with a “clear conscience, and clean hands”

· V6- God says ok a “clear conscience” you had…. But not clean hands- it is still a sin to take more than one wife

· God would not let him touch or sleep with Sarah- From her would come the redemption of the world and God was not going to let anything stop that

· V7- Abraham was a prophet- (listen to Gen 15) many things that occur in his life parallel the rest of the Bible

· V12- she really was Abrahams sister… so Abraham risked the salvation of the world on a white lie and almost made a huge mistake

· V16- a thousands shekels- 25 lbs.

· V17-18- God could have stopped the kingdom because no descendents could come from Abimlelech’s lineage with the wombs closed

Genesis 21

· V4- Abraham followed God and circumcised Isaac on the 8th day (the day the blood clotting level is the highest for a baby) 

· God knows HIS science

· V8- weaned- the 1st born child is weaned for twice as long as the others

· Normally weaned for 2 years, but 1st born for 4 years

· We learn this from Israel Shepherds who celebrate the weaning celebration of a child

· Ishmael was 13 when Isaac was conceived, 14 when Isaac was born

· So in Chapter 21V10 Ishmael is now 18 (4 years later because of weaning)

· V11- Abraham loves Ishmael so much

· Beersheba is still a village in Southern Israel to this day

· V14-16- My Grandmother lives in Arizona and says this happens a lot in Arizona (people dying in the desert)

· V20- Abraham can train well in the art of war- taught his son led an army in Gen 15

· We will not see Ishmael again until Abrahams death

· But he never looses contact with his father

· V22-32- the building of a relationship between God’s people and other tibes

· 7 is number of covenant

· “Beersheba” means place of the 7 or well of seven
