Genesis- Chapters 25-27
Genesis 25

V1- Abraham takes another wife- Keturah

· six more sons (v3-4)

· problem- where will the inheritance go?

· All sons would have some claim to the inheritance

· So Abraham goes and leaves it all to Isaac (before he dies) to fulfill the prophecy given by God

· … and gives gifts to the other 6 sons

V7- 175 years old- good old age

V8- “gathered to his people”

· body is placed in a tomb (there in the desert)

· over the coarse of a year the flesh is melted away leaving only the bones

· family goes in and collects the bones

· places them into the box and is taken to a special place were all the family “Ossuaries” are.

· The From Abraham to Jesus Exhibit came to Nashville and there they had what they believe to be the Ossuary box of the son of Simon Cyrene (helped carry Jesus’ cross)

· They discovered the undisturbed tomb of Simon Cyrene in the old city part of Jerusalem 

· 15 inscriptions

· One on the box inscribed is “Alexander son of Simon”

· And a reference of Cyrene in N. Africa

· Mark 15:21- Simon from Cyrene, father of Alexander and Rufus was forced to carry Jesus’ cross

· Matt. 27:32

V9- Ishmael is at his fathers funeral- 

· this is 57 or 58 years later (we know when they Abraham was born, when he moved and its about that amount of time)

· 7 days in “sheva”- mourning telling stories about the lost loved one

V12-17- All of Ishmaels sons listed

V18- in fulfillment of Gen 16 prophecy the brothers descendants are hostile against each other

V20- Laban (hidden agenda guy in Gen 24) is Rebekah’s brother

V23- God is speaking to a woman- counter cultural in the time

· “two nations are in your womb” – sons

· The mid-wife would tell who is the firstborn

· “the older will serve the younger”
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V25- a hairy little red fellow- Esau means red

Jacob is graphing his ankle- Jacob means trickster or tripper

Rebekah never forgets this- at birth the younger is trying to flip the older over even now

V27- Esau a hunter- Jews don’t hunt

· their philosophy is to depend on God and grow crops and raise flocks

· hunting is kind of doing it on your own to them

· Remember Nimrod in Gen 10

· Jacob stayed with the women at tents and cooked

V28- she knows the younger will rise up- loves him more, she normally have all her pride in the older because of the firstborn

V29- most likely lintels
· don’t go to the middle east unless ya like lintels cause they eat them quite frequently

· they have red lintels

· the Red one (Esau) likes anything red

V32- the birth right is only good when the father dies- and Esau wanted the pleasure of stew NOW

· we can gather from this text that Susa did not even have a concern for the things of God

· he didn’t care about eternal things

· had no idea about his culture nor the importance of the birthright

· we do that so much today and have no desire for the things of God.
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GENESIS 26:

This Chapter is a flashback into a time before chapter 25

If this chapter was read as thought it occurred after chapter 25 it would not make sense
Abimelech- the king that Abraham went to

V2-3- suggests that this is a time after Abrahams death but before his sons are born

V7- Isaac never even hesitated and didn’t learn from Abrahams Mistakes 

Rebekah could be a new bride and very beautiful

A famine takes a long time to begin and end

V8- Abimelech knew Isaac and thought that Abrahams son might do the same as Abraham

· the apple doesn’t fall far from the tree

· the sin passes through generations unless stopped

V10- Abimelech knew better

V12- 100 fold harvest in a time of famine

V14- the wells were like cisterns- when the rain came it would fill up

V19- not expecting to find water (they are carving holding tanks)

V24- this means Abraham is dead

And probably does not have any children yet
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
