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Genesis- Chapter 6
Genesis 6- 
“Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth.” John 17:17 (NKJV)
· Noah has 3 sons (Gen 5v32)

· Shem

· Ham

· Japheth

· V.1-6

· Two possible interpretations:

· “Sons of God”

· Seth’s line of descendents (Gen 5v3)

· /OR/ Demons (Job 1:6- same phrase is used to refer to angels)

· Seth’s line took daughters (Cain’s descendants) to be wives and had sexual relations

· /OR/ Demons took wives and had sexual relations (2 Peter 2:4-6) 

· V3. – ‘120 years’- could mean the time of grace for them to repent

· V4. Naphilim- “giants” 

· The word “hero” by oneself in the Bible is a negative thing- A true hero is one who stands for God, not himself

· ‘renown’ – making a name for oneself

· V5. – Elohim saw that every thought of man was wicked all the time

· God says He has to start over- He was grieved that He had made man (sin hurts God)
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· Sin: is a condition of separation and alienation of God that manifests itself in the stupid things we do
· Five Characteristics
· Starts small
· Distorts Judgment
· Always gets bigger
· Left untreated, always leads to death
· Cascades throughout generations
· This sequence of events doesn’t have to happen, its not God’s plan, but it will happen unless we let God intervene

· V9. ‘perfect’ – genuinely righteous- blameless
· “Walked with God” – like Enoch (taken up to be with God; did not die Gen.5v24) 
· Champion from God 
· Shem- oldest
· Ham- middle
· Japheth- youngest
· V11. Violent- began with Cain
· V13. God has to start over again- similarities 
· Beginning Creation 
· Water over face of the deep
· One family populates
· Orderly
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· Starting Over with Flood

· Water floods the earth

· One man’s family populates

· Orderly

· One problem… a bad egg in one of Noah’s sons ( will study next week)

· V14 – “Cyprus”- “Gopher Wood”

· A wood that must have been around thin the fertile crescent

· NO water or ocean or sea around Noah lived

· This would have been major faith on Noah’s part

· V16.-18 inches – about a cubit

· 300 cubits long, 50 cubits wide, and 30 cubits high

· Cubit- about the length from the tip of your fingers to the end of your hand

· A little bigger than the size of a World War to battle cruiser

· 3 decks- volume to fill ship

· Bob like a cork

· V17- fish would be fine

· V18- 8 people will be saved

· V19- God brings the animals to Noah
· How many of each animal?

· Genesis 6:19, 20 – “bring two of every kind…”

· Genesis 7:2,3- “take with you of every clean animal by sevens, a male and his female; and of the animals that are not clean two, a male and his female…”

· Genesis 7:8,9- speaks of the manner or animals entering the ark not the number

· 7 (three pairs, with another animal used for sacrifice) entered the ark by twos
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· In Jewish literary practices a general statement would be made and then the details stated later

-“ two of every kind” (General Statement) 

-“seven of ever clean; two of every non-clean” (Details that fill in general statement) 

-common in ancient literature 

- clean and unclean (Lev 7:19-21)

· Beautifully crafted narrative-

· Begins with 7 days

· Then 40 days

· Then 150 days

· Center part of story

· then 150 days 

· then 40 days

· then 7 days

· then 7 final days

· Jewish poetry 

· Master piece of literature

· Doesn’t mean this event did not happen just that it was very orderly

· V20.- no place for birds to rest- they must be on the ark

· Animals will come to Noah (v.20)

· Almost every ancient culture has a flood story; where the earth is destroyed and a family is saved

· Is the story literal? YES!!!!
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· You could find the ark… reassemble it… and people still would not believe it happened

· The people told Jesus to come off the cross and they still would not have believed.

· He rose from the dead and they still didn’t believe

· This flood event happened

· If you can not believe something in Book of Genesis you will have a big problem believing something in Book of Matthew.

· How could they fit all the animals on the ark?

· 125,000 sheep could have fit on the ark

· Maximum 79,000 animals that were on the ark

· 100 years of zoology studies have shown us it is possible

· From one ‘sweet pea’ there have now been 500 different kinds and variations of peas since the year 1700

· They are all peas but different types.

· From one dog, we now have 200 different kinds of dogs.

· Poodles, Terriers, Labs, Chows, ext. but all are dogs.

· Didn’t evolve. 

Same thing with the animals on the are; they would only need one kind of dog… not 50 types of dogs. 

· The ark had 3 decks (Gen 6:16)

· Ark weighed about 13,960 tons

· 1,396,00 cubic feet
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
